This has proven to be invaluable to many attendees and, in many cases, is the reason they 
are allowed to participate in the conferences.  Consequently, establishing CEU credit for the Conference must 
be considered as mandatory…”; Ron will check with Robbi regarding what’s needed to provide CE credits
