prepare at our Aug. meeting 

�  Richard will be in contact with Point Brewery re. options for 
donating to our KY basket, providing give-aways during our KY 
“come to WI presentation”, and to plan for ways they might 
contribute to our 2007 conference 
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�  the LandsEnd shirts folks requested through Jeff are in (as of Mon.14Aug.!); Jeff will bring them to KY! 
�  advertising bag packing will be done under Richard’s guidance in KY Sat. or early Sun.; Ron, Richard & 

Dianne have harvested things for the bags 
�  raffle items from WI will include our WI basket, a Point Beer advertising packet Richard had donated, a 

cow radio from the WI Milk Marketing Board and our FLW glass 
�  Special Incentives: 

�  KY people visiting our WI table would be able to get ½ of a ticket entitling them to a DRAWING to 
win a free NON-TRANSFERABLE registration to our WI conference (Dianne will bring the 2 part 
tickets with her)
