· single/double occupancy rates are $129/139 ($159/169 for Governor's Club rooms); taxes are 13.5% making prices $146/$157 (& $180/$192)
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a credit card can be used to guarantee room reservations; cards are not charged until arrival unless an individual "No Shows"; cancellation policy is 24 hrs prior to scheduled arrival (4pm the day before); [if a reservation is canceled within 24 hrs prior to arrival, a one night's room & tax will be charged to credit card # on file]
