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Wisconsin Undergoes Continuing Accreditation Review





 


  	The Wisconsin CPM program is currently undergoing its Continuing Accreditation Review which includes a site visit. Every five years after the initial accreditation, every CPM program in the National CPM Consortium must undergo this review to determine that it is continuing to meet minimum standards and, more importantly, has placed an emphasis on continuous improvement. 


	


	The Review consists of a committee of three individuals who have been chosen from other CPM programs throughout the country: one CPM Program Director, one CPM instructor and one CPM graduate. The chair of that committee must then travel to the state under review to conduct a site visit. During the site visit, the reviewer needs to meet with a sample of graduates. It is suggested that this sample of graduates include some Society members. 





	The site reviewer visiting Wisconsin is Jean Mills. She is on staff with the Utah CPM Program. In order for her to complete the review process, she will need to speak with Wisconsin CPM graduates. Please watch for additional information to be distributed regarding this process. Hopefully some of you will be able to assist in this process.

to serve as Superintendent.
