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down and required furlough days must 
be scheduled.  Retirements leave posi-
tions open and some agencies are cut-
ting training budgets.  These times have 
seemed difficult.  Yet we must keep our-
selves dedicated every hour and every 
day to helping our fellow citizens get 
through their difficult times and many 
have much more difficult times than we 
do.  We’ll all get through this.   

Personally, I’ve had the good for-
tune this summer of being able to work 
with technical staff from 5 other public, 
private and not-for-profit entities to col-
laboratively develop and submit grant 
proposals seeking federal funds for tele-
communications upgrades that would
