Year 2000 Graduations





Wisconsin’s CPM Program will have two graduating classes in calendar year 2000.





The “traditional” program produced a class of 16 graduates from both state agencies and local units of government.  The graduation ceremony was held on Friday, April 29 in the Assembly chambers of the  state capitol in Madison.





The CPM program in conjunction with the Professional Law Enforcement Managers Program (PLEMP) will graduate a class of 22 law enforcement personnel from both the state patrol and local law enforcement units. The graduation ceremony will be held at Fort McCoy on Thursday, June 22, 2000.

The American Academy of Certified Public Managers (AACPM) will be hosting their twelth annual Professional Development Symposium, House of Delegates Meeting, and Consortium Meeting from May 30 through June 3 at the TradeWinds Resort, Saint Petersburg, Florida.





The Wisconsin Society will have four representatives at the symposium: President Ron Buchholz, President-Elect Richard Holden, Treasurer Jeff Roemer, and Past President Steve Hoese.  In addition, Robbi Dreifuerst will attend representing the Wisconsin CPM Program during the symposium and at the consortium meeting as well as the House of Delegates meeting.





Ron, Richard, and Jeff will serve as Wisconsin Society’s voting delegates at the House of Delegates meeting.  In addition, Jeff Roemer will be one of this year’s training presenters during the symposium.  His presentation is entitled “Process Re-Engineering: Why Do We Do This?”  Jeff will be providing the same information at WSCPM's October gathering.





Two Wisconsin Society members are being considered for national awards at this year’s symposium.  Ron Buchholz was nominated for the Henning Trophy, and Kevin Hurst, Walworth County Sheriff’s Department, was nominated for the George C. Askew Award.
